Supervisor Butchko called the meeting to order at 7:00pm with the Pledge Allegiance and roll call, all present.
Approval of minutes:  Motion to approve the minutes from the November 3, 2011 meeting as presented was made by Councilperson Carlson and seconded by Councilperson Haff, roll call vote.  Councilperson Wood- yes, Councilperson Hubbs-yes, Councilperson Haff-yes, Councilperson Carlson-yes, Supervisor Butchko-yes.

Public Comments:  Mark Schlechter, 12581 E.Lake Road, presented the Board with his thoughts and concerns with hydro-fracking in the Town of Wayne and is in favor of a moratorium that will allow the Town to review its Land Use Regulations.  
Guest speaker:  Joseph Hauryski was unavailable.  John Kuehn from Sprague Insurance, Corning, N.Y. presented the Board with our Insurance Program for 2012.  Mr. Kuehn handed out a packet of information and also presented a verbal update.  Discussion followed.
Supervisor’s report:  Motion to approve the Transfers was made by Councilperson Haff and seconded by Councilperson Carlson, roll call vote; Councilperson Wood-yes, Councilperson Haff-yes, Councilperson Hubbs-yes, Councilperson Carlson-yes, Supervisor Butchko-yes.  See attachment.

Clerk: Submitted a written report, and a Revenue report.  Approval of Claims;

Supervisor Butchko brought the Board’s attention to 2012 NYS Retirement payment included in the claims.  Supervisor Butchko made a motion to approve the claims and was seconded by Councilperson Wood; roll call vote: Councilperson Wood-yes, Councilperson Hubbs-yes, Councilperson Haff-yes, Councilperson Carlson-yes, Supervisor Butchko-yes.
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Supervisor Butchko read a letter from Vincent Spagnoletti, Commissioner of Public Works written to John McIntire for the highest regard for the work he has done as the Town of Wayne Highway Superintendent, see attachment. Supervisor Butchko read a letter from Jeffrey Parker District Manager, Steuben County Soil and Water Conservation District thanking Mr. McIntire for working with them as Highway Superintendent, see attachment.  Supervisor Butchko thanked and acknowledged Mr. McIntire for his years of service.  

Superintendent:  Submitted a journal.  Mr. McIntire stated that Mr. Bauer and he have been over the roads, over the Town Barn procedures and over the equipment, he has seen where we have been and where we are today.  Mr. McIntire addressed the Board for a need to replace a 1996 Ten Wheeler; he stated that the inspection ran out in August.  He sent the truck up to Regional and asked them not to inspect it but let him know what the truck needed to pass inspection.  Mr. McIntire stated that the truck is 16 years old and has served the Town well and is time to replace it and is asking for Board approval to put Bids out for a new Ten Wheeler, and Mr. Bauer and Mr. Cragg can set up the specifications for the new truck and open the Bids for February.  Supervisor Butchko stated that if the Board agrees to the purchase, it is not to exceed $210,000.00 and Superintendent McIntire stated that it shouldn’t cost over $205,000.00.  Discussion followed.  Supervisor Butchko stated that the machinery reserve fund in 2012 will need to be built back up for when the excavator needs replacing in 2013.  Motion to go ahead with the plan for Bids and specifications not to exceed $210,000.00 for a new Ten Wheeler and open the Bids in February was made by Councilperson Haff and seconded by Councilperson Carlson, roll call vote; Councilperson Wood-yes, Councilperson Hubbs-yes, Councilperson Haff-yes, Councilperson Carlson-yes, Supervisor Butchko-yes.

Zoning Officer:  Submitted a written report.

Assessor:  Submitted a written report.

Watershed Inspector:  Presented the Board with a report at the opening of the meeting.  Supervisor Butchko stated that in 2012 all written reports will be turned in Thursday, by 4:00 to be on the agenda for the following Tuesday Town Board Meeting.  
Planning Board:  Moratorium, Docks and Mooring.  Glenn Neu, Planning Board Chair, presented the Board by reading a letter from the Planning Board, re:  Request for Recommendation relating to Hydro fracking in the Town of Wayne.  See attachment.  Discussion followed.   Mr. Neu stated that we can benefit from the factual data from Pennsylvania so we can have the language in our Land Use Regulations that 

Prohibits heavy extensive Industrial Use.  Mr. Neu requested Legal Council to review it.  Mark Schlechter presented to the Board that he has worked with Attorneys on moratoriums and offered his help and support.  
Julie Haar read a letter from Mark Plaisted, Town of Wayne Agricultural Advisory Council Chair in the support of the Planning Board’s action to pass a resolution to support the proposed moratorium in the Town of Wayne.  See attachment.  
Mr. Neu was advised that the proposed resolution can be constructed by the Town of Wayne, but the moratorium needs to written by an Attorney and a Public Hearing will have to take place.  Heavy Industrial Activity needs to be defined.  Councilperson Carlson made a motion; we proposed a six month renewable moratorium to prohibit any heavy high volume horizontal hydro fracking gas well drilling in the Town of Wayne in order that we have time to review and update our Land Use Regulations in accordance with our Comprehensive Plan dated December 13, 2011; and was seconded by Councilperson Haff.  Supervisor Butchko continued to discuss that a Ban doesn’t mean that the hydro fracking will not come; it means that we will have a resolution in place to take care of and protecting the residents, the town, roads and the safety of the environment of the community.  Further discussion followed.  Roll call vote:  Councilperson Wood-yes, Councilperson Hubbs-yes, Councilperson Haff-yes, Councilperson Carlson-yes, Supervisor Butchko-yes.  
Glenn Neu presented to the Board a recommendation by the Planning Board to approve the proposed amendments to law; dated November 28, 2011 for Docks and Mooring.  Mr. Neu stated a need to define the definitions between navigational vessels and boat.  Supervisor Butchko announced that the next KWIC Board meeting will be the 4th Monday of January in Wayne, KWIC will receive the Sub-committee’s recommendations at that time.  See attachment.  All in favor to table this until more information can be brought to the next Board meeting.

History Group:  Supervisor Butchko read a Retirement letter from Robert Canfield regarding his role as Historian, Bob will continue to help the History Group. See attachment.  Mr. Canfield addressed that his 15 years of service has been very enjoyable.  Supervisor Butchko acknowledge and thanked Mr. Canfield.  Mr. Canfield will continue to be the custodian for the McDowell Cemetery.

Public Comments:  Supervisor Butchko thanked and acknowledged Councilperson Barney Hubbs for 6 years of service on the Wayne Town Board.
